Fishing: All fish must be measured on a Fisheries tape measure. Measures will be made available at the
briefing. All anglers must hold a current NSW recreational fishing licence. All bass measured to fork length.
All catches must be verified by another team so live wells are mandatory and no dead fish will count.

Access must be via the camping site and no boats are to leave prior to 6.00am.



Competition Rules:
1. Fishing will be by lure and or fly only (no bait or burley)
2. All hooks are to be made barbless.
3. All competitors must fish in teams of two anglers only. If 3 in boat one angler to swing. Nomination
must be made prior to fishing.
4. All fish recorded must be measured by another opposing team and catch forms named and
signed
(to count in your top 5 fish).
5. In the event of a draw a count back on next best fish will take place.
6. The eventis run on a “Catch & Release* basis. Please capture, have your fish measured, photograph
(if you wish) and release all fish (except carp) as quickly as possible.
The committee’s decision on all matter pertaining to the competition is final. Any or all rules may be subject to
changes, without prior notice, but this will be explained in the Friday night briefing.
